Christianity is far more than mere religion, creed, or organizational inwelve The Christian
life is arelationship with God the Father through His Son Jesus Christ. As in any relationship there
must be a beginning, that is what the Bible calls being “born agalohin 3:3,7 There is no life
without birth, and the Christian life begins with a new birth in which our souls are iiagle Ehis is
why the Bible says, “He that hath the Son hath life, but he that hath not the Son, hath nbiféfes”
in Jesus Christ. Remember the words of Jesdshin 14:6,' am the Way, the Truth, and the Life. No
one comes to the Father except through MBg€ing “born again”, getting “saved”, “accepting Christ”,
“receiving Christ”, and “believing on Jesus Christ”, are all ways of desgrthe same experience,
salvation. The Bible tells us id\cts 16:31 “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be saved,
you and your household.’You have made the decision to “Believe on Jesus Christ”, let's make sure
we understand exactly what has taken place in your soul.

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II. BAPTISM

A. The Purpose of Baptism

In the book of Romans 6, Paul beautifully uses the concept of baptism as an dlust atie
basis for sanctified living. He does not assert that baptism sanctifies, but uatdsebaptism as a
means of explaining the spiritual process of salvation and why we sheckdn ourselves to be dead
indeed unto sin, but alive unto GodlIh verses 3-5, we see the expression of complete identification
with Jesus Christ, which is what baptism symbolizes: [

In addition to being a symbol of identification, baptism is also an atedience Jesus not
only submitted Himself to be baptiz@datthew 3:15) but He commanded us to follow that example
by being baptized ourselves, and by baptizing otfdeasthew 28:19).The disciples understood this
symbolism and baptized new converts immediately. Baptism is not presentegbiar8as aneans
of salvation, but as stimony of salvation. For exampl&)ark 16:16states;He who believes and is
baptized will be saved...” seeming to indicate that baptism is essential to salvation, but #gye pass
goes on to read, “...but he who does not believe will be condemidgk criterion for salvation is not
baptism, bubeliefl The connection between salvation and baptism is similar to James’ explanation of
the connection between faith and works in his writings. Statingfditit without works is dead,
James illustrates that works are an outward manifestation (not means) tbsallrathe same way,
baptism is an outward manifestation of the salvation, and not the means.

B. Who Should be Baptized?

The Scriptures are quite clear concerning who should be baptized. Thisheaotpes
evident as you read through the accounts in Acts that describe people being baptitisth iBdor
savedpeople. Baptism is not a step of obedience for salvation, but because of salvation. Tin@re are
Biblical accounts of people being baptized, #reh believing. Baptisnfiollows belief, the belief that
leads to eternal life: Who then, should be baptized?

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C. What is the Scriptural Method of Baptism?

Although there is great controversy over the method of baptism, it is almost ulhyersa
accepted that the agent of baptiswader. To be scripturally baptized, you must be baptized in water
(Acts 8:36; 10:47; Mark 1:5, 9-11)Not only are we to be baptized in water, but we are to be baptized
in thename of the Father, the Son, and the Holy SgMatthew 28:19).This identification of Jesus
being equal with the Father and the Spirit is emphasized through baptism. Jesasnerot
emanation of Godile is God(John 1:1-3; Phil. 2:5-10; Col. 1:15-19; 2:8-9)The method of baptism,
therefore, is to baptize with water in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirthirdrespect of
the method of baptisnmmmersion, is where most of the modern controversy lies.

Why does Faith Fellowship Church insist that Scriptural baptism is by ision@r First of all,
the meaning of the Greek word (baptizo) from which we have the word “baptize tidgechtcertain
political and religious pressures, the King James translators hesitatalitataly translate baptizo.
As a compromise solution, they chose to transliterate the word, leaving tHecspefmition up to the
reader. The word baptizo, predominantly throughout Greek literature means, “to dip, & phung
sink, to immerse.” To be baptized means to be immersed, dipped, or plunged. This word is often
associated with another word, rhantizo, which is a ceremonial cleansing byisgrir&aptism,
however, is not simply a continuation of this Old Testament ritual, nor is it an exterislewish
tradition. Baptizo and rhantizo are not interchangeable. Baptism is a uniquendgtitalted by Jesus
Christ, implemented by John the Baptist and the early church, as a symbol ofrepeidintification
with and trust in Jesus Christ.

Secondly, we insist upon immersion because of the symbolism lofitia¢ of Christ.
Sprinkling does not maintain the symbol of being completely covered (either byotognave) in
burial. With immersion, the believer is completely “entombed” under waterlyosfgrhbolize the
burial of our Lord.

Thirdly, we insist upon immersion because there is no Scriptural evidence tlghany
baptism was practiced by the Apostles and the early church. In the accoustss@faek 3:16)and
the Ethiopian EunucfActs 8:36) we see clearly that a concern was the amount of water required for
baptism. We are then told that Jesus and John come up out of the water. All other Sexiptopées
can be easily harmonized with the strict meaning of the word baptizo, to besiome

There are two other agents of baptism mentioned in Scripture. They are the Hogn8pi
fire. These two agents are seen in direct contrast to one anoltattiew 3:11-12andLuke 3:16-17
We are told il Cor. 12:13andJohn 1:33 that Jesus baptizes with the Holy Spirit. It is through this
baptism that we are united with the body of Christ. The baptism with the Holy Spispisitual
transaction that takes place the moment of salvation! The baptism with Sréhis alternative.
Notice in bothMatthew 3andLuke 3 the gospel writers continue on to describe this baptism with fire
as an unquenchable fire with which He will purge His threshing floor to remove ttie Thaf
sounds a great deal like the fires of HMark 9:43-48)rather than a special blessing or endowment
of power. John contrasts these two baptisms, in the context of the water baptism ahoepkmt
which people have gathered, because there are both groups (saved and unsaved) assembled.
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C. Summary

2. Baptism with water is for thebedient Christian, while baptism with Spirit is fatl Christians,

Baptism with the Spirit
is an act ofjraceby the Lord to the believer. Baptism with fire is an agudgment by the
Lord to the unbeliever.

According to this passage Titus 2 Jesus Christ died for 2 distinct reasons. First, in order to
redeem ugndividually from our sinfulness. Secondly, He died in ordezdmporately purify a
people for His possession. Christ’'s redemptive work on the cross incorporates both/tleahdnd
corporate elements of our relationship with God. His death on the cross paid the wiceds
individually in order that they may become part of the redeemed church devoted &pbstles”
doctrine, and fellowship, and worship, and prayets 2:42).

A. What is Church?

Almost everyone has an opinion of what a church is. Often these opinions are based arcprefere
comfort, or taste instead of being grounded in an understanding of the Scriptures. ta order
understand our respective roles as Committed Broken Servants, serving Ghuigh tive church, we
need to first look at the nature and task of the church from God’s perspective.

Webster’s dictionary defines church as “a building for Christian public worship.”hewhurch
isn't a building. Our word church” comes from the Greek terfakklesia,” which is a compound
word meanindgto call out” The church is thealling outof God’s people to Himself. We are called
out in order to come together, being called to community with one another. (Aega@aple of this is
in Acts 2:41-47) This relationship we have as His “body” is actually similar taxaeriage
relationship; it is a covenant relationship, one instituted by God Himself, one thatahatot be
broken (Ephesians 5:23-27)

Ephesians 4:4-6 says thiS:ifere isone bodyand one Spirit, just as also you weledin
one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all who is over all
and through all and in all.” God has declared that if we indeed have a personal relationship with Jesus
Christ then we are “ondjody...His body God has said we are “one body” establishing a covenant
relationship between all who believe in the name of Jesus. The church is God’s covemanhity
of His people called by His name. The church isfitigding, or anorganization. It's aliving
organismof God’s people who meet together to be strengthened and then go out into the world
allowing Jesus Christ to manifest His Life through tlagitions (Hebrews 10:25)

If you are a believer you have been called by God into covenant communion with Jesuarchr
into community with His people. None of us deserve this privilege; it is a giftdtorfather to His
precious children.
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II. MISSION OF THE CHURCH

A. The Mission of the Church
We believe the local church is the focal point of God's plan for displaying histgltng
nations.

“1. Expositional Preaching

This is preaching whichxpoundswhat Scripture says in a particular passage, carefully explaining
its meaning and applying it to the congregation.

2. Biblical Theology

Paul charges Titus to "teach what is in accord with sound doctrine” (Titus 2:1). Oerrcshould

be not only with how we are taught, but withat we are taught. Biblical theology is a commitment
to know the God of the Bible as He has revealed Himself in Scripture.

3. Biblical Understanding of the Good News

The gospel is the heart of Christianity. But the good news is not that God want jpem@e's felt
needs or help them develop a healthier self-image. We have sinfully rebellest agaiCreator and
Judge. Yet He has graciously sent His Son to die the death we deserved for owr ldmhas
credited Christ's acquittal to those wiepent of their sins andelievein Jesus' death and
resurrectionThatis the good news.

4. Biblical Understanding of Conversion

The spiritual change each person needs is so radical, so near the root of us, that ontyd@ad ca
We need God toonvert us. Conversion need not be an emotionally heated experience, but it must
evidence itself in godly fruit if it is to be what the Bible regards as a tmeecsion.

5. Biblical Understanding of Evangelism

How someone shares the gospel is closely related to how he understands the gospstnid ps
an additive that gives non-Christians something they naturally want (i.et face) is to present a
half-truth, which elicits false conversions. The whole truth is that our deepessrgedtual life,

and that new life only comes lbgpenting of our sins andbelieving in Jesus. We present the gospel
openly, and leave the converting to God.

6. Biblical Understanding of Membership

Membership should reflect a living commitment to a local chureitendance giving, prayer and
service otherwise it is meaningless, worthless, and even dangerous. We should not allovigpeople
keep their membership in our churches for sentimental reasons or lack of attention.rmerbbex

is knowingly to be traveling together as aliens and strangers in this worlel lasag to our heavenly
home.
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7. Biblical Church Discipline

Churchdiscipline gives parameters to church membership. The idea seems negative to people today
—“didn’t our Lord forbid judging?” But if we cannot say how a Christian shoatdive, how can

we say how he or stehouldlive? Each local church actually has a biblical responsibility to judge

the life and teaching of its leaders, and even of its members, particulafigrias either could
compromise the church’s witness to the gospel.

8. Promotion of Christian Discipleship and Growth

A pervasive concern with church growth exists today — not simply with growing nsnfogwith
growing members. Though many Christians measure other things, the only ebsgmiivable sign
of growth is a life of increasing holiness, rooted in Christian self-denial. Thesepterare nearly
extinct in the modern church. Recovering true discipleship for today would build the chdrch a
promote a clearer witness to the world.

9. Biblical Understanding of Leadership

What eighteenth-century Baptists and Presbyterians often agreed upontwiaesréhshould be a
plurality of elders in each local church. This plurality of elders is not only biblical, buiqaiae-
it has the immense benefit of rounding out the pastor’s gifts to ensure the properdihgpife
God'’s church.?

B. Mission Statement of Faith Fellowship Church
The mission of Faith Fellowship Church is to glorify God; through lives transformdddmg Christ
through teaching and training the truth of God’s Word.

The Lord instituted twordinancesfor the church, they are: Baptism and the Lord’s Supper.
They are “sacraments” in the strict sense of the word (a religious practice), but not in the
common understanding of “sacrament” as a means of salvation. Neither afrithes@ces contains,
nor transfers any saving grace, but rather serve as symbols of whaiehdyg taken place in the heart
and life of the Believer. Therefore, it is more appropriate to refer tessbaphd communion as
ordinances, observances, memorials, or symbobkhan it is to label them sacraments. The New
Testament refers to communion as:

1. The Lord’s Supper | Corinthians 11:20
2. The Lord’s Table | Corinthians 10:21
3. The Communion | Corinthians 10:16
4. An Ordinance | Corinthians 11:2

The Lord’s Supper is recorded for usMiatthew 26:17-35and then relayed with instructions

in | Corinthians 11:23-34 With these two passages of Scripture we can ascertain some important

It is not the elements but the symbol that is mockbis behavior, for
neither the cup nor the bread contains any special qualities or sacred idéotitynunion
commemorates His death, it does not reenact it.

The church has a responsibility to see that all CBSer’s are growingg gind
serving Jesus Christ. The process which Jesus commanded to be sure that thedliask rem
faithful, is church discipline as describedviatthew 18:15-17.

A. The basis for church discipline

As we strive toward the goal to present “every man complete in Christ” we know that
all believers fall short of the perfection of a Holy God. All are born with a surenat
(Romans 5:12)hich is in constant conflict with a believer’s new nature, until we meet
Jesus through death or the raptfRemans 7:21; Galatians 5:17; Hebrews 12:4; James 3:2,;
1 Peter 2:11).Yet, there are publicly, habitually practiced sins which, if we don’t repent of,
harm the witness of a local body and more importantly the name of Jesus Christ. Whe
situations like this arise in the body, Scriptural church discipline is FF§®nsibility, on
the basis of:

1. TheHolinessof God Hebrews 12:11; John 15:2

2. Given to the church 1 Timothy 1:20

3. Commandedby Jesus Christ Matthew 18:15-17

Church discipline’s goal is not to excommunicate, humiliate, or harm a particula
member, but rather, Ewayswith the aim of bringing the sinning brother or sister to
repentance. The purpose is never to destroy or punish, but to discipline with the aim of
chastisement towards the goakes$toration back into right relationship with Jesus Christ.

Over the next two weeks, the congregation can make personal contact (ratipdotinaior letter),
and use the Word of God to exhort the person to make things right with the Lord and return to the
Body (without asking “why”). Conversation at this point should be limited to urgimg tbeestore
their relationship with the Lord.

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[I. CHILD PROTECTION POLICY

For Children’s and Youth Workers. This policy has been developed by the Elder Board of
FFC. It was adopted by the full Elder BoardJamuary 10, 2005. This policy will be implemented
and administered by each Ministry Board in their ministries to childreaughy

A. Why a Child Protection Policy?

Ministry to children and youth is an important aspect of church life at Faikbwship Church
(FFC). “But Jesus said, Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid them;siachofs the
kingdom of heaven.” Matthew 19:14 NKJV. Jesus further clarifies His intent whendjélsaould
be better for him if a millstone were hung around his neck, and he were thrown inta, ttreasehat
he should offend one of these little ones.” Luke 17:2 NKJV. As a body of believers, welkeuitis
area of ministry very seriously.

In today’s society, child abuse and child abuse accusations are occurring darlgforEhet is
important that FFC takes steps to protect the children to whom we minister ancktd puotworkers
from false accusations. It is naive and irresponsible to believe “it could nggamhlaere”.

It is our goal to enact a policy and procedures that will help safeguard ourusghtninistry to our
young people of all ages. Our desire is to protect:

1. Our Children — by having an approval process and training requirements for petenkials,
thereby minimizing the possibility of potential problems.

2. Our Workers — by attempting to shield them from false accusations, and to keepoiinem
being placed in compromising situations.

3. Our church — by maintaining a high standard of education and loving care, so that thiy integri
of the body of Christ and testimony remain unblemished.

B. Church Position Statement: On child safety and protection

FFC desires to provide a friendly and safe nurturing environment where faraitiéset
comfortable in allowing their children and youth to receive spiritual traiamyguidance. The church
takes very seriously its responsibility to safeguard children and youth froimvebiitgations. This is
why FFC denounces and deplores any and all forms of child abuse including sekphysical
abuse. This is also why all new church workers are required to complete a chikehisaapplication
which includes specific questions regarding sexual abuse, to submit refg@mit¢o undergo training
for child abuse awareness.

The church has implemented these procedures to maximize child and youth protectionte R#F<Cto
cooperate with all civil and legal authorities to investigate any and edjaaibns of misconduct on the
part of its workers, paid or volunteer.

as approved by the elder board.

D. Definitions of Child Abuse

Child abuses defined as any verbal or physical abuse or exploitation of a minor. It alsdescl
serious physical injury, which is not explained by medical history as betdeatal. Abuse includes
non-physical contact such as sexually explicit verbal comments or innuendoey;mispla
pornographic images, obscene messages, exhibitionism, or allowing children to witnesactvity.

Examples of verbal abuse include excessive yelling, berating, ridicule bal @ssault intentionally
directed at a child. Examples of physical abuse include corporal punishmentl{athezasonable,
controlled punishment by a parent of their own child), striking, shoving, or other use sdigegce
physical force.

Sexual abusef minors (less than 18 years old) is any contact or interaction between aanminam
adult in which the minor is being used for the sexual stimulation of the adult or antler. pers
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Prohibited Contact

Any worker who is providing care for a youth/child shall not engage in any of tiogving

Worker Qualifications

All youth/children/nursery workers must currently display a personalaeshnip with Jesus Christ
and compassion for children and youth, and must be a current Committed Broken Servai (CBS)
good standing.

All workers shall be properly screened:

a) Submit a completed signed application form, agreeing to follow the policies andyrese
concerning child abuse protection and reporting as outlined in this document. Refdistad
may be contacted.

b) Be available for a personal interview to clarify the application as reegesg one or more of

the Elders.
c) Must complete the FFC initial Child Protection Training class before approval
Anyone who has been convicted of either sexual or physical abuse should not servehimretmy
sponsored activity or program for children or youth. Any such person will not be appooved f
working in these programs.

Teens who meet the above qualifications may assist adult workers, but only as,aahelper
NEVER without adult supervision.

Substitute workers for all youth ministries must comply with all worker quaatibns.
Be formally approved prior to service by meeting the guidelines above.

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F. Worker Policies

1) Worker Behavior — workers should always conduct themselves in a Godly mannerbeing
example of obedience, respect, and honesty to young children.

2) Workers and helpers should never be alone in private with children or youth without additional
adult presence. Classrooms should be equipped with windows so as to make them open to
observation. If the classroom or counseling room door does not have a window, the door must
remain open at all times while occupied.

3) Individual contacts of workers with children or youth shall be with express plapentaission
only.

4) Adult workers are to observe the “two adult” rule. This requires that adults aealeme with
children or youth. Another CBS must always be present.

5) Workers are not to use corporal punishment. Limited physical restraint mesgth¢o protect the
child or others. If disciplinary action is required, the child’s parent(s) should becteoht

6) When staffing allows, an adult, who shall wait outside the door, should accompanynchduirg
the lavatory. If the adult worker is required to enter the lavatory, the doorlls)eshain open
(propped).

7) Designated personnel shall make random visits to classrooms or church sponsaties &ati
monitor for policy compliance.

8) In the nursery, husbands and wives may work together in the same room with the apphaval of t
nursery coordinator.

9) Diaper changing should always take place in such a way that other nurskeysamuld easily
see the child that is being changed.

10)Workers will not be involved in any of the following activities: extended huggingnkissitting a
child on the lap (children 5 years old & under permissible), inappropriate touchinggrlene
with a child.

11)Emergencies — Workers are not to give or apply any medications to childept exih express
parental permission in special situations. (Such permission shall be in writitheginca or with
two witnesses if by phone.) In a life-threatening situation, workers shigdildaand should
provide life-sustaining intervention as able, under the provisions of the Good Santesis.

Simple first aid, such as cleaning and bandaging minor wounds, may be done untit apidre
family physician can provide more complete care. First aid boxes willggekenand and all
workers are to be familiar with the locations. Supervisors should check the contetgdyquin
any medical situation requiring care, parents or the guardian of recarbeshatified as soon as
possible.

12) Parties and Field Trips — Always have another pre-approved adult (not a rglegsent at all
times at these activities. Secure a signed parental releaseestiaberm each parent if the church
is responsible for transporting children to these activities. Parents asatwited to attend all
events and activities.

13) Teachers of nursery through Pre-school are not permitted to release chitticen proper
parent/guardian identification.

14) Parents are responsible for placing the child in the direct care of thergeachelper for the
child’s age group. Parents are not to leave children unattended in the church or on church grounds
A child should at all times be either with an approved teacher OR with the pargrihingy else
should be avoided. This includes meetings and activities that occur in the church buildohg outsi
normal Sunday and Wednesday services.
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15)Parental permission slips for off-church activities are to be signed betor¢yaoccurs for a
particular class or club. Teachers and Leaders are requested to infents jp& least 24 hours
before such events take place.

16) Follow reporting guidelines as given below:

G. Reporting Procedures

All workers MUST report known or reasonably suspected cases atphgs sexual abuse, or
sexually inappropriate or suspicious behavior. They are also tot reppen these policies and
procedures have been violated.

Workers are to notify an Elder immediately when:

1. These policies and/or procedures have been violated

2. Suspicious behavior of workers is observed, such as:
(@) Inappropriate touching
(b) Inappropriate time spent one-on-one
(c) Inappropriate language is used

3. Physical signs or suspicious behavior symptomatic of sexual oicphgbuse is observed in a

child or youth.

Such physical signs include:

(@) Lacerations

(b) Nightmares

(c) lrritation, pain, or injury to the genital area
(d) Discomfort when sitting

(e) STD’s

(H Bruises

(g) Unusual fears

(h) Difficulty urinating

(i) Torn or bloody underclothing

Such Behavioral signs Include:
(a) Undue anxiety when approaching the church or nursery area
(b) Nervous, fearful, or hostile behavior towards adults (specific or general)
(c) “Acting Out” of sexual behavior
(d) Withdrawal from church activities or friends
If the Ministry Leader is first notified, he/she shall then inform an Elder.

If an Elder is first notified, he shall notify a Pastor, the otBklters, and the Ministry Leader, if
appropriate.

If a Pastor is first notified, he shall notify the other Elders and the Ministyer, if appropriate.

The Elders and Ministry Leaders (where appropriate) are reppoms immediately investigate the
situation and ascertain the facts with appropriate discretion and discérnmen
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When an accusation or report gives initial evidence as legéjnfadse who are investigating
shall take appropriate action as outlined below.

1. Parents shall be notified as soon as possible. (Except whermétgisuspicion of in-
home abuse suggests investigation by the authorities first.)

2. When the matter involves only a violation of procedure or policy, the correction shall b
handled in-house.

3. When the matter involves potential abuse outside the church ministrgidzovered
within the church ministry, proper reporting procedures to child proteauthorities
shall be followed.

4. When the matter involves potential abuse with the context of our chuirgktry, all
appropriate measures to uncover the truth, deal with the offendery@edt@and aid
the victim(s) will be taken.

5. The church will notify civil authorities when reasonable suspicion miical
wrongdoing exists and will cooperate with any ensuing investigation andiditiga

6. In all cases involving possible criminal acts or potential diability, Elders, Deacons,
and the church insurance agent (in that order) must all be informethemdquired
insurance paperwork must be initiated.

The Church Position Statement on Child Protection must be availableléaise in the event an
incident becomes public.

The Chairman of the Elders and Deacons approved designee wik lspdakesman for the church in
such cases.
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
