• Expressed not only in one’s outward behavior or in relationships 

• Not a mere natural disposition 

• Expressed rather as an invasive grace of the soul, first and chiefly toward God.

• Another kind of person recognizes the limitations of own knowledge and the 

fallibility of his thinking, and so is EAGEREAGEREAGEREAGER to listen and learn. 
• Receives the Word of God with meekness, an attitude of ACCEPTINGACCEPTINGACCEPTINGACCEPTING God’s 

dealings as good, without disputing or resisting.

persecutions to the length of the cross.    

• The renewal of the earth begins at Golgatha where the MEEK ONE died, and 
from there it spreads.

• Meekness is the power to absorb adversity and criticism without LASHINGLASHINGLASHINGLASHING 

back.      
• When I focus on WOUNDSWOUNDSWOUNDSWOUNDS,  I am not being meek.

• Ultimately trials and suffering are a result of Adam’s FALLFALLFALLFALL   (Genesis 3)     
• God is always the remote or distant CAUSECAUSECAUSECAUSE of all that happens, but    

� God is never the AUTHORAUTHORAUTHORAUTHOR of sin (James 1:12-18).      
� God is SOVERIGNSOVERIGNSOVERIGNSOVERIGN  (Isaiah 46:9-11; Ephesians 1:11)    
� Includes both calamity and blessing (Jeremiah 32:42; Lam. 3:37-38)    

 
RESPONDINGRESPONDINGRESPONDINGRESPONDING        to trials, suffering, wounds….to trials, suffering, wounds….to trials, suffering, wounds….to trials, suffering, wounds….    
• 2 Corinthians 5:9-10    
• Don’t just pray to “hang in there” or “get it over with” or “just get me through 

it” or “heal it for me” - but ask God to help you GROWGROWGROWGROW through it so you can 
be more like Jesus (Romans 8:28-29; James 1:2-4)    

A MODEL OF THE MEEK 
 
THE MEEK: 

A)  TRUST in God 
� Biblical meekness is rooted in the deep confidence that God is for you 

and not against you. 
� Poor in spirit – realize your own weakness and inability, truly helpless. 

 
B)  YOKED with Christ 
� Meek people admit  that they are insufficient to cope with the stresses, 

pressures and obstacles of life; they trust that God is able and willing to 
empower, lead and protect. 

 
C)  Stop, look and LISTEN           Psalm 46:10 
� Discover that God can be trusted. 
� Commit your way to Him. 
� Wait patiently for the work of God in your lives. 

 
 

ALL THINGS ARE YOURS 
1 Corinthians 3:18-23 
� The promise of inheriting the earth gives strength to our meekness. 
� You don’t need the vain pleasure of one-up-manship because God has 

already made you an heir of the world. 

 
 

“Meek people aren’t lazy, rather they’re free of frenzy.  They 
have a kind of steady calm that comes from knowing that God is 
omnipotent, that He has their affairs under His control, and that 
He is gracious and will work things out.  Meek people have a 
quiet steadiness in their lives in the midst of upheaval.”
